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Why Cursive?

As most of you know, writ-
ing in the Montessori envi-
ronment is rather different
than some more traditional
classrooms. We begin with
the introduction of lower -
case, cursive writing in-
stead of print. There are
several reasons why we do
this:

e Less confusion between
the cursive
6dé6, O6po,

e A more natural move-
ment for the hand to
make.

o A child that knows cur-
sive can read both cur-
sive and print with little
difficulty (the opposite is
not true).

e The first method of writ-
ing learned is reference
for later learning. Cur-
sive is a more efficient
manner of writing and
therefore should be
taught earlier in life
while the child has a
great interest in it.

and

e Many children come to
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bet from a sibling, parent,
etc. Because we introduce
the child to the sound that
letters make, there is less
confusion over the sound
v/s the name when the
sound is introduced in
cursive.

Children often form

print letters in an incor-
rect order (left to right,
top to bottom). This is
not a problem with cur-
sive, because your pen-
cil starts in one place
and it does not leave the
