Observations 

The best way to gain further understanding about your child’s experiences is through 

observations.  Our school asks that parents call in advance to schedule observation 

appointments.  This assures that too many guests are not scheduled at the same time 

and protects the classroom from constant interruption.  However, please feel free to call 

with short notice and we will try to accommodate your schedule. 

Typically, we schedule observations at 9 am for 30 minute visits.  Most children will 

immediately respond to a parents’ presence and we would like you to stay long enough 

to fade into the background.  Ideally, your child will forget that  you are visiting.   

In some instances, we may feel it to be in your child’s best interest to keep your visit 

short and to schedule another one soon to follow-up.  In these situations we will let you 

know and will be happy to see you again in the near future.  We will help your child to 

prepare for the next visit.
